There were so many slabs covered 

with crinoid stems which are easily recognised as they look like little white ladders or like rows of little white 

teeth depending on how eroded they are. We also saw proof of an earthquake in a cliff. There was a huge 

crack in the side and a stop in the coal layer. It was absolutely amazing and I would definitely recommend a 

visit!

Northumberland National Park Mountain Rescue Team visit EYFS 

On Monday EYFS had an exciting morning with a visit from Dave and Ray from the Northumberland 

National Park Mountain Rescue Team. Dave explained that the mountain rescuers are all volunteers who do 

the job to help people day and night, 365 days a year. He talked about what the mountain rescue service do - 

such as help walkers, climbers who are injured, lost or trapped by bad weather in the hills, cars stuck in the 

snow, people stuck in floods and at the seaside to aid the RNLI. They also can help in searching for missing 

people. We then split into two groups to learn more about what the mountain rescue do, how their rescues 

work, their equipment and their vehicle. We saw the two types of stretcher and learned that six or ten people 

can carry them. They also can be attached to a winch so the coastguard's helicopter can airlift people to safety. 

We looked at all the equipment the rescuers have to wear and carry and got to try it all on! Dave talked about 

the importance of telling people where you are going so they know where to search - if they have electricity 

they use computers and if not they use maps. 

We saw that they have a rescue dog, who knows when he's working because he wears his coat. The dog sniffs 

the air and runs towards the person's scent. They will then go back to their handler to bark to indicate that they 

have found the casualty. The dog then runs back and forth until the rescuers reach the casualty. The dog works 

faster than humans, saving time.
