We were thrilled to welcome pupils back into school on Saturday 

for the first of our weekend workshops sessions. These form part 

of the promise we made to pupils regarding our return from 

lockdown. The four sessions planned centre on the most highly 

valued transferable skills by employers and education 

professionals, and the first session saw senior pupils developing 

their learning in the Schoolôs three central skills areas: self-

management, collaboration, and communication. Staff produced 

engaging sessions which both reinforced subject content and 

created opportunities to polish these essential attributes. Pupils in 

Forms 3 to 5 undertook activities in the three core subject areas of 

English, Maths and Science, while Forms 1 and 2 worked on 

creative, humanities and maths skills sessions; Sixth Form 

students experienced bespoke sessions with their subject teachers.  

There was a palpable buzz of energy around the school site, and 

some great discussions had over refreshments including fresh 

fruit, to underline our weekly wellbeing theme of healthy eating. 

Whether it was through building persuasive skills role-playing an 

apocalyptic scenario, exploring energy in practical science, or 

building mathe-magical skills through number based illusions, 

sessions were purposeful, engaging, and enjoyable. 

Mr Wilkinson captured the mood of the day, describing óthe thrill 

of learning beyond the sometimes narrow demands of the exam 

syllabus.ô We look forward to welcoming pupils back on 10

October for the second of our workshops, which will consider
